SCHOOL LEADERS in Pennsylvania create a safe, healthy environment to ensure successful teaching and learning. They work to ensure the success of ALL children and staff. Special

education leaders oversee educational programs and supports for children with Individual Education Plans (IEPs). Most parents meet their district’s special education leaders during
IEP meetings.

In 1975, Congress passed Public Law 94-142, the Education for All Handicapped Children Act. It was renamed the
Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or IDEA when the law was reauthorized in 2004. The law defines how
students with disabilities are to be educated. An important part of both 94-142 and IDEA is Least Restrictive Environ-
ment (LRE) which means that students with disabilities should be educated alongside their non-disabled peers. IEP
teams must consider the regular education classroom with supplementary aids and services before considering a
more restrictive placement.

The role of the special education leader is to provide support and technical assistance to the individual IEP teams in
the schools as they craft a plan for Free and Appropriate Public Education (FAPE) for each of the children whom they
serve. In addition, the special education leader may assist the principal in the decision making process related to FAPE
and LRE issues as well as what school-based and district-based resources would be necessary to successfully imple-
ment the specially designed instruction in the IEP.

Dr. Taschner believes, “Any classroom can build lessons
from which all kids will learn. Classrooms belong to ALL
kids.” At schools under Taschner’s leadership, lessons are
often co-taught by a general education teacher and a
special education teacher.

Taschner says “dynamic responsive classrooms, led by
expert teachers, can maximize the concept that every-
one is a developing learner and therefore, no one is
struggling.”

“The most effective strategy that a special education leader
can utilize to ensure a culture of inclusive practices in the

school district is to set the tone with all regular and special
education staff that each |EP team must thoughtfully and
purposefully consider how to support instruction and de-
liver services in the student’s regular education classroom
prior to considering any educational program and place
ment delivered in a more restrictive setting.”

Using State Personnel Development Grant (SPDG) funding, The Bureau of Special Education and PaTTAN created the Pennsylvania Fel-
lowship Program for new and experienced special education leaders. This year-long fellowship, along with the Special Education Leader-
ship Summer Academy, give leaders a chance to further develop and sharpen their skills. Last year 44 Fellows completed the fellow-
ship program. This year there are 45 new Fellows. The Mentoring to Mastery (M2M) Program pairs mentors with new special education
leaders to provide support. Both programs were developed to increase retention of special education leaders by providing them with
support and skills they need. Both programs contain components based on the National Standards for School Leaders developed by the

The Pennsylvania Department of Education also supports the Pennsylvania Inspired Leadership (PIL) Program, a state-wide, standards-
based continuing professional education program for school leaders. The Special Education Leadership Initiative through PaTTAN offers
a 3-day professional development series for principals. This comprehensive, cohort-based program is focused on developing the capac-
ity of leaders to increase inclusive practices and improve student achievement. School Leaders ? including principals, vice-principals

and IU Directors ? are required to earn 180 professional development hours in a five year period. Efforts such as these are creating more

Una parte importante de ambas, 94-142 e IDEA, es el
Medio con Menores Restricciones (sigla en Ingles, LRE) que significa que estudiantes con discapacidades deben de ser educa-
dos juntos a sus companeros sin discapacidades. Equipos de PEl deben de considerar el salén de clase de educacién regular
con ayudas y servicios suplementarios antes de considerar una colocacién restrictiva.

El rol del lider de educacién especial es proveer apoyo y asistencia técnica al equipo PEl individual en las escuelas al ellos
crear un plan de Educacion Publica Gratis y Apropiada (sigla en Ingles, FAPE) para cada uno de los nifos que ellos sirven. En
adicion, el lider de educacién especial puede asistir al principal en el proceso de toma de decisiones relacionado a temas de
FAPE y LRE como también que recursos basados de escuela y basados de distrito seran necesarios para implementar exitosa-
mente la instruccion especialmente disefiada en el PEI.
